Instructions for printing the tracts

These tracts are in pdf format, so you will need Adobe Reader (a free download) to view them. There are two tracts on each printed paper. Print one side, then print the second page of the PDF on the backside. The tracts will need to be cut once they are printed. If there are dashed lines along the sides, cut those lines first. Then cut the dashed lines that run across the middle. 
Then fold each tract so that the Arabic tract title is on the outside face (as in the image below). Remember to fold right to left (see figure), since Arabic is read from right to left, which is opposite to the way westerners read. The fold where there is a blue box is the backside part of the tract. Inside the blue box you can put your own contact information. On the backside is also a short English title of the tract. 
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Tract Titles and Descriptions:
1- Repent: The title of this tract is taken from Mark 1:15 and basically explains the Gospel.

2- God is Love: Talks about God's love that He shows through His creation and also by sending Christ to die on the cross for us. Verses: Romans 5:5; 1 Cor 13:4-8.

3- God's Moral Balance: Many people think that they are good because of their prayers, fasting, and going on the pilgrimage to Mecca, but this tract calls people to consider some of their sins like pride, love of money, greed, sexual desires, apathy, and lying. It concludes that all are bad and need to ask God for forgiveness and for the blood of Christ to purify us. Verses: 1 Peter 5:5; Romans 3:10, 12; 1 Peter 1:18-20; 1 John 1:7, 9.

4- Forget the Past: It gives examples of misfortune and events whose memories would be haunting people (i.e. a guy playing games on girls, a guy taking drugs, a woman angry with husband who gets a heart attack). It then gives the example of David and how God forgave him after committing adultery and killing a man. Verses: Matt 11:28; Psalm 32:1,2,5.

5- Goal of Life: tells the story of a young man who talks with his grandfather about the purpose of life, concluding that the goal of life isn't about being successful, or having a family, or a good job and eventually retiring and dying. The young man concludes that eternal life is what matters the most. Verses: Psalm 90:12.

6- Quran's Opinion (about the Torah and Injil): It asks the question: When was the Bible corrupted, before or after the Quran? It tells how the manuscripts which date both before and after the Quran are the same. (Quranic verses: Maida 43-48; Al-Imran 2; An'aam 34, 115; Yunis 64; hajr 9; Maida 68.)

7- Quran's Testimony (about the Torah and Injil): Essentially the same as "Quran's Opinion." Talks about the historical evidence (manuscripts), and the Quran's testimony about the Torah and Injiil. It concludes that since the Quran testifies that the Bible is correct, Muslims need to know the message of the Bible. The last paragraph talks about that message -we are sinners, but God sent Christ to save us. Verses: Bible: Romans 3:12, 23. Quran: Bakara 159; Maida 43-46, 68; Israa 77; In'aam 34.
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
